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Indoor Winter League

The 2012 winter league will be gin on January 10th. The league consists of one score
shot each week for a total of 8 weeks. There is a makeup week after the 4th week and
again after the 8th week. The targets will be on 20 3d animals set at unmarked ranges
out to 20 yards. Scoring is 15, 13,11,9,0 with a possible 300 points.

The league uses a handicap system so that all shooters compete on an even basis
with each other regardless of class. Handicaps are based on the average of the previ-
ous 3 scores shot . The handicap is added to the base score to determine the shooters
adjusted score. After the 4th week shooters will be combined into teams based on
their total adjusted score. Team scor e
Prizes will be awarded to the top 3 teams.

The cost of the league is
$10 per week. Scores
can be shot on Tuesday
and Thursday eve-
nings. If needed, score
can be made up on Fri-
day or Saturday night
during our regular
shoots.

Indoor etiquette

Due to the lack of space behind the shooting lines at the range, we ask that shooters re-
frain from using bow pods. Last year there were several incidents where bows were
knocked over by people moving around. There are pegs along the wall to hang your bows
and we have added many more. Also, there is not a lot of room for bow cases. Bow cases
can be placed along the walls downrange.

HAC wants everyone to enjoy themselves while at the range and will endeavor to make
our shoots pleasurable for all.

Friday and Saturday night Shoots.

HAC will be having competition shoots on Friday and Saturday nights throughout the in-

door season. The Friday night shoots will be a little more varied with some interesting and
challenging variations to the normal &1 shoot. Such as the Iron man shoot. Saturday
night shoots will be more standard.

Blackened Back Straps

One of our favorite ways to cook back straps is to blacken the sides in a cast iron skillet, then finish it off in the
oven. Back straps have a tendency to roll up as they cook, so | score them 1/4 inch deep every few inches on
both sides to help them lay flat in the skillet. »

Blackening is really just over browning with the help of hot oil and your favorite seasoning. Try to select sea-
soning with low sugar because it burns quickly when the oil gets hot. Typically | heat the oil and then coat the
pan with my selected seasoning. Lay one side of the back strap down until it is blackened, then roll it over onto
the undisturbed seasonings. When both sides are blackened, cover the skillet and place it in a 250° oven for 3
minutes. Let the meat rest 5 or 10 minutes before slicing to redistribute the juices back into the meat.

The ends will be mediuswell done, for the folks who like that finish on their meat. The rest will stay pretty
consistent all the way through and land at medium or medaues depending on the time it spends in the oven.
Give this recipe a try next time you are lucky enough to have whole back straps.
